Giving credit where credit is due or refer to a Twitter user. Example:

"Sounds interesting! RT @connettivity: Chatted about China vs. Hong Kong Internet usage w/ @jocelynsation, @UWComm student from Hong Kong."
URL shortener

Don’t waste your 140 characters on a long URL. Bonus: Track click-throughs.
